COMMUNICATIONS AND PETITIONS: 
Ms. Garcia spoke about the resignation of Tim Jones. Mr. Jones had been opening and closing the Community Center for events held by residents. He resigned by letter, explaining the issues he’s had to deal with and why he decided to resign. Many renters have been disrespectful and confrontational and Mr. Jones was becoming fearful for his safety.  Residents appear to be renting for non-residents to use and renters are not abiding by the contract closing time of 11:00 pm. Council discussed may options to help with the issues at the community center such as raising fees and deposits, eliminating alcohol usage, making closing time earlier and requiring a certificate of insurance from renter. Until a new person can be found to do openings and closings, the firemen will be assisting. They will not be inspecting. Police will help when fire cannot. Discussion was tabled. Ms. Garcia will speak to Greg Guldin who handles insurance coverage for the Borough through PIRMA, regarding liability issues.
COMMUNICATIONS BY THE MAYOR:

Mayor Perruso requested Council’s approval for a handicap parking spot for Ms. Pam Silverman of 1552 Ferry Street. Motion by Mr. Starniri to approve handicap parking for Ms. Silverman. Second by Ms. Lilly-Kemmerer. Council unanimously approved the handicap spot at 1552 Ferry Street.
COMMUNICATIONS FROM THE BOROUGH MANAGER:

Ms. Garcia asked Council to authorize a full release of the letter of credit for Patient 1st as requested by Barbara Hendricks of Patient 1st and approved by Borough Engineer Amy Riddle-Montgomery. Ms. Garcia read a letter from Mr. Daniel Redington, director of the Mary Meuser Library. He requested the Borough appoint 4 members to the Library Board.  Upon a motion of Mr. Starniri, seconded by Ms. Lilly-Kemmerer, council unanimously appointed Darrell Parry, Sally Hixson, Thomas Schuyler and Charles Wacik, Jr. to the Library Board for a term of three years.

A motion was made by Mr. Starniri for a 30 day probation period and for the Solicitor to begin writing the Ordinance for a new stop sign. Second by Mr. Larimer. Council unanimously concurred.

Resolution 1209 – Salaries, Wages, Sick Leave, Vacation, Holidays 2015

Motion made by Mr. Lipari to adopt Resolution 1209. Second by Ms. Taylor. Affirmative votes were cast by Mr. Feinberg, Mr. Starniri, Mr. McGowan, Ms. Taylor, Ms. Howey, Mr. Jones and Mr. Larimer. A negative vote was cast by Ms. Lilly Kemmerer. Resolution 1209 was adopted by an eight to one vote.
ORDINANCES: 
Ordinance 774 – Fixing the tax rate for the year 2015. A vote was taken to enact ordinance 774 and the proposed 2015 budget. This will increase the Borough’s tax millage to 15.5. A motion was made by Mr. Starniri to accept Ordinance 774 and the proposed budget. Second by Ms. Taylor. Affirmative votes were cast by Mr. Feinberg, Mr. Starniri, Ms. Taylor, Mr. Lipari, Ms. Howey, Mr. Jones and Mr. Larimer. Negative votes were cast by Mr. McGowan and Ms. Lilly-Kemmerer.  Ordinance 774 was enacted by a seven to two vote.

Mr. Starniri made a Motion to adjourn at 8:27 p.m.  Second by Mr. Jones and Council concurred.
